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On December 9, 1531 an Aztec Indian named
Juan Diego while on a journey to care for his
ill uncle, was greeted by a young woman on
the hill of Tepeyac, near the village that would
over the centuries grow into Mexico City. The
woman requested that Juan Diego go to the
bishop and ask that a chapel be built upon
this hill. Obediently, the Aztec did this, and
when the bishop asked him who this woman
was or by what authority she had made this
request, Juan Diego could not answer. The
bishop told him to go ask for proof of who this
woman was. Juan Diego hoped the woman
would not be there when he passed by the hill
againé but she was. Juan Diego told her
what the bishop said and she told him to take
roses (in December) to the bishop as proof of
her request. Astonished, Juan Diego saw that
roses had suddenly bloomed on a nearby
bush. He plucked them and gathered them
up in his cactus fiber tilma é a sort of cloak
that he was wearing. When he arrived at the
b i s h oepidesce he told him the woman's
message and then opened his cloak to reveal
the rosesé but there was much more! The
image at the right is the original tilma that
Juan Diego wore on that day. Ever since
1531 the tilma has been lovingly and
sometimes carelessly preserved in the
chapel(s) that were built in response to the
WO ma meguest.
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The image on the cactus fiber tilma is not
paint. It appears to be suspended between
the fibers not applied to them. Cactus fibers
usually last for twenty years, then crumble to
dust. This 480-year old tilma has been
dropped into flood waters, smudged by
hundreds of years of candle soot, painted
overé then had the paint removedé and yet
the image endures. The image is of a woman
who appears in Aztec clothing and is

pregnant, about to give birth. Sheisficl|l ot he

with the Sun at her back and around her head
there are twelve stars. The moon is under her
feet and there is a tempter waiting for her to
give birth, who will snap at her heals. (See
Revelation Chapter 12)

Today the tilma is preserved in the Cathedral
Basilica of Guadalupe (photo above) and is
one of the most visited shrines in the world.

In 2002 the humble Aztec Indian, Juan Diego
was canonized by Pope John Paul Il and his
Feast Day is December 9. 8

Project managerAfif Tweme said the
first stage of the project began in
September and addressesthe most
pressing issues the rooftop and
windows

"The water also has a bad effect on
the plastering surfaces, on the
mosaics, on the floors, on the
frescoes It could damage any, any
historicalelementsinsidethe church,”
said Tweme, who works for the
"Community Development Group,” a
Palestinian engineering consulting
firm.

Thecompaniescarryingout the works
are obliged to minimize any
disruptionsto visitors and make sure
that pilgrims can "pass freely inside
the churchandsafely,"he added

The church is one of Christianity's
most visited and sacred shrines
Standing above the grotto where,
accordingto tradition, Jesusvasborn,
the church attracted more than 2
million visitors last year But the
building, with remnants up to 1,500
years old, has been neglected for
